Guarantees and Conditions of Purchase of this Foal:
1. The Seller of this foal is the Owner of the Dam and has Full Authority to Sell the Foal.  
2. The Seller Guarantees the Registration Papers and Completed Transfer of Ownership to all Foals that are eligible for Registration with AQHA, APHA, or ApHC. 
3.  Seller will Register the Foal, if eligible, and pay the fees to Register the foal.  
4.  Seller will care for the Dam of this foal during her pregnancy and after foal is born.  Seller will provide her feed, health care, vaccinations, de-worming, and dental care.  The cost of Dam’s care is the responsibility of the seller.  Mares are Vaccinated prior to foaling to aid in her providing good colostrum to foal.
5.  If selected before born, Seller will contact Buyer when the foal is born and provide information on gender and color, via phone call and/or email.  Seller will occasionally update her website (www.bedonna.com on the Foal page for that foaling year) with updated photos of the foal, so buyer can see foal as it grows and develops.  Visits to ranch by appointment are also available.
6.  Seller is responsible for cost of feed and basic care of Foal through weaning time, and initial halter training.  
7.  Seller will provide general health care for foal through weaning time.  Seller will give the foal dewormer while in her care at her expense.  Occasionally, a foal with develop an umbilical hernia, and if seller determines the foal has one, it will be repaired, and seller will cover the cost.   We try to provide a very safe environment for foals, but should an injury occur like a cut or scrape, Seller will care for foal at her expense, as she sees fit.   Records of all dewormings, and any other medical care prior to pick up will be provide to buyer.  Occasionally a foal get a ‘snotty nose’, especially at weaning time, and this minor issue is not grounds for cancellation of the sale.
8.  If buyer wishes to have foal vaccinated prior to being picked up… they are available at buyer’s expense.   
9.  Seller will freeze brand foal with a B and numbers before foal leaves ranch.  
10.  Foals will be weaned when around 4 months old.  Age at weaning will be determined by seller.

11.  Seller will provide initial halter-training of foal with her donkeys after weaned.  (Note- See our website for more info about our donkey-time and donkey-training program.)

12.  Buyer may have a Vet examine foal before pickup.  Cost of any vet exams or tests are the responsibility of the buyer.   
13.  Seller guarantees the foal to be healthy, and that the foal has no serious injuries or lameness at the time the foal is weaned and ready for pick up.  
14.  Seller will arrange for any Coggins Tests and Health Certificates needed for transport.  These can be done by seller’s vet at a reasonable fee.  Buyer will be required to reimburse any of these vet costs.  Note- As of 1/01/18, the local vet fees are: $25 for a Coggins, $25 for the Health Certificate, and $32 for the farm call.
15. When foal is ready to be picked up...  The cost of care of foal will be the responsibility of the Buyer. Board will be $_10_ per day after foal is ready to be picked up.   Buyer must pick up foal soon unless other arrangements have been made with seller.  Buyer must pay expenses monthly if boarded.  Failure to pay for Foal & expenses will cancel sale.  If buyer fails to pick up foal 60 days after weaning… the foal may be considered abandoned and the seller has the right to cancel the sale with no refunds. 
16.  Seller will provide a halter for foal.  Buyer should bring a lead rope, water bucket, etc.
17.  Seller will provide some hay and/or feed to buyer or their agent at time of pick up for transport, and for transition to new diet.
18.  If seller feels foals need additional time after weaning to be ready for transport… seller will work with buyer to reschedule pick up in the best interest of the foal.  
19.  Buyer may pick up foal personally or send a friend, relative, or hired person to transport foal.  Buyer is responsible for Transport Costs.  Seller will assist in providing names of horse transport people or transport companies if needed.  Seller will work closely with Buyer and Hauler to coordinate safe transport of foal.  Note- Trailer must be a horse or stock trailer that is covered, and enclosed, so that once loaded, the foal may travel loose (not tied) in the trailer.  I will NOT allow foals to be hauled tied in a single slant stall.  Foals must travel untied and have room to safely lay down and get up during transport.  Seller has the right to refuse to load the foal into a trailer that she feels is unsafe.  Slant trailers will work if dividers are removed or tied against wall to create a bigger space.  Pick up of foal is by appointment.  If buyer is not able to personally pick up foal… they may send a friend, relative, or hired person to pick up foal, transport foal, and act as their agent at time of pick up.
20.  Once the foal is paid in full, and picked up… all sales are final, with no refunds.
Purchase of Foal-
1. When buyer and seller complete this agreement, and buyer pays seller the deposit… the Foal or Un-Born Foal will be taken off the market and reserved for buyer.  
2. Buyer must make Monthly, or Bi-Weekly payments on foal through payment period, unless other arrangements have been made.
3.  Payments can be set up to extend through the time of Deposit, through the balance of the pregnancy, and up until the time the foal is expected to be 3 to 4 months old.  Payments are customized for each buyer.
4.  Foal must be paid in full along with other expenses due (example: Coggins Test, etc.) before foal may be picked up.  Registration papers/Transfer will be released to buyer when all expenses have been paid and foal has been picked up.
Reasons the Sale of this Foal may be Cancelled:
1.  If Dam fails to deliver a Live Foal.
2.  If Foal is born with a rare Birth Defect (example: Cleft Pallet)

3.  If Foal Dies or becomes seriously/permanently injured before weaned and picked up. (examples: Leg Injuries resulting in permanent lameness or permanent unsoundness; Eye injuries resulting in blindness.)

Refunds & Remedies

If this Sale is Cancelled due to Reasons 1, 2 or 3 above…. 
1.  The Seller will offer the buyer the option of transferring All funds paid toward the purchase of the original foal to a different un-born foal, weanling, yearling, prospect, or horse owned by seller that available/for sale. In this case, the buyer would have up to 24 months from the time the sale is cancelled to select another foal/horse.  No refunds will be given.
3.  The seller may offer, at her discretion, to rebreed the same dam to the same sire (if available), or horses of similar bloodlines to create another foal in the future for buyer, to replace foal from cancelled sale.  
4.  If purchase of original foal is cancelled… and the buyer choses a foal/horse priced higher than original foal… buyer must pay difference in price.

5. A new purchase agreement may be required for purchase of any replacement foal/horse.
6.  If buyer fails to make payments, seller will cancel sale with no refunds.

Payments: 
Payments for each Purchase will be customized to each buyer.

The Payment Plan will be scheduled through balance of pregnancy and through approximate time when foal should be around 3 to 4 months old and approaching time to be picked up.  Foals will not be taken off the market without a Deposit.

Failure to make payments when due… will result in the sale being cancelled with no refunds.
If there are any board, vet, or other expenses due… they must be paid before the foal will be released.
Several Payment Options available (some fees may apply to some forms of payment, but are waived for others)
Preferred Payment:  Cash, US Bank Cashier’s Checks, and US Money Orders are accepted if received and cleared before foal is picked up.  Bank Wire Transfers are accepted if confirmed/completed before foal is picked up.  Personal or Business Checks are NOT accepted Unless they are received at least 3 Weeks Prior to Foal being picked up to allow time to clear bank.  Processing and/or Convenience Fees are Waived with these forms of payment.
Note- a $50 fee will be charged for any check that fails to clear bank.  

Alternate Payment Methods:  Visa, Master Card and Discover (Credit Cards or Debit Cards) are accepted as payment for your convenience and a 5% Convenience Fee will be added to total for each transaction.

Fees may be charged to Cards as outlined in this agreement for payments and/or expenses. Benefits of purchasing Foals before born….
1. Foals can be selected and reserved before other buyers purchase them.

2. Often Foals can be purchased for a lower price if purchased before born.

3. Prices are subject to change, so putting a deposit on a foal guarantees that price.

4.  Making payments over an extended period of time allows for smaller payments.  Smaller payments are often easier on monthly or bi-weekly budgets in many cases.
5.  Buyers don’t always have the finances, facilities, experience, time or knowledge to have broodmares and raise foals… but buying a foal before it is born gives the buyer the excitement of the birth of the foal… and then the buyer gets to witness the growth and development of the foal through photographs and/or visits to the ranch.

6. Buyer is not responsible for the cost of the broodmare, stud fees, and broodmare care… or the responsibility of the care at birth and raising the foal.

7.  Mares bred at our facility receive pre-breeding exams, vaccinations, and routine dental care.  Our mares are ultra-sounded during her cycle to monitor her reproductive health, and to monitor follicle development and ovulation in an added effort to insure the best pregnancy outcome, and screen for twins.  We Ultrasound our mares’ pregnancies at different intervals to insure the pregnancy is developing normally. 

8.  Mares at our ranch are bred A.I. so we know exact breeding dates and can predict due dates.

9. The foal benefits from the early planning of the sale and is paired up with his/her new owner sooner… and the buyer and foal get to start forming a partnership and developing a relationship.
